He played his entire pro 

career in New England from 1973-85 and was selected All-Pro 10 times, All-

AFC 10 times, and played in 9 Pro Bowls.  He was named to the 1970’s and 



1980’s All-Decade NFL Teams and selected to the NFL 75th Anniversary All-

Time team.   

John was declared to be the Greatest Offensive Lineman of All Times 

by Sports Illustrated in 1981.  In 1999, he was ranked no. 20 on The 

Sporting News list of the 100 Greatest Football Players.  He was inducted 

into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1991 and the College Football Hall of 

Fame in 1999.  He currently resides in Decatur, Alabama.
